Turn Off the computer’s power before connecting the scanner,
then power up the computer once the scanner is fully
connected.

Aligdn the barcode to the center of the scanner to acquire a good
read.

Hold the scanner close to smaller barcodes, and farther away
from large barcodes to get a proper read.

If the barcode is highly reflective (e.g., laminated), you may need
to tilt the scanner at an angle so the barcode can be scanned.

Editor commands: use the Programming Chart that
follows.

Step 7. Scan Save to save your entries.
